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ACT 2 - TIME PRESSURE

» The risks involved in moorinyg operations are dynamic,
und hew risks muy be infroduced ut short notice.

Circumstances might change, such us what side the
vessel will berth, berthing locution und wedther conditions.

Where there is u chunge in plan in high pressure situutions, people
respond differently. Some may remuin culm, whereus others may
become confused or anxious.

The mooring purty’s reuction to chunge must be recognised
by the leader and munaged dppropriately.

Time muy be of the essence, but u hew toolbox tulk helps muke
sure everyone involved knows the revised plun. It is the responsibility
of the leader o encouruyge discussion and ensure that all members
of the mooriny purty usk questions if in uny doubt whutsoever.

e Questions to consider:

As a member of the mooring party, what would
you do if there was a change to the original
mooring plan?

What new risks might you need to consider?
How much time would you need?

Have you considered the condition and availability
of alternative mooring equipment?

If you need more time when a plan changes,
have you communicated this to the bridge?
