- RUSHING TASKS

Humun performunce is uffected by various
influencing factors.

Factors such us stress, time pressures, distractions, personal abilities,
and luck of direction ure some common humun performunce factors
that can play a huge role in un incident.

Mooring operations ure dynumic und seufarers working on u mooring
deck ure by the very nature of the operution working under pressure.

Working under neyutive influences cun cuuse u seufarer to lose
situationul uwdreness, miss out u sufety criticul step or take shortcuts.
This cun increuse the likelihood of something goiny wrony.

It is imperative that instructions issued from the leuder und
communicutions within the mooring teum ure cleur, concise,
and controlled.

A properly conducted und detuiled toolbox tulk will help identify possible
pressure / stressful situations and will help the mooring party be prepaured
for such situutions.

If any member of the Mooring teum finds themselves in a situation where
too much is going onh und there is pressure to rush things, it is important
that any member of the feum is empowered und encouruged to stop the
job. Trying to multi-tusk cun result in an individuul becoming overwhelmed.

Finally, remember that bights can bite!
